DESCRIPTION  
 
Overseeing the Rivière Savanne upon the hills, L’Exil offers a fantastic panorama on the beautiful 
preserved natural park of Combo. Cosy and comfortable in a rustic-style, the Lodges are 
intimately set in a pleasant environment lulled by the songs of birds and the waterfall. 
 
FACT SHEET: 
 
ACCOMMODATION for L’Exil Lodge is as follows: 
 

• The 10 Lodges offer an open style bedroom accommodating 1 to 3 persons 
• All lodges have bathroom and shower  

• Equipped with ceiling fans, mosquito nets, tea and coffee facilities and electronic safe.

• Each Lodge has their own dining room, whether under the warmth of a thatched roof and 
stoned walls at Andréa or around the fireplace of L’Exil. 

• For lunch, depending on your program, a menu two-course meal is served at the dining 
room or a Picnic Basket is prepared for those going on excursion.

ADDITIONAL INFORMATION 

Along the South Coast, there are some shallow lagoons with crystal clear water but the South is 
one of the few places of Mauritius where the open sea comes straight in to break on rocky cliffs. 
In most places, bathing is considered as hazardous due to strong currents and dangerous waves.  
 
Visiting the South is a twofold experience as its scenery and the omnipresence of its colonial 
history are both intriguing. In our opinion, the South is the region that contains by far the most 
interesting traces of the French colonial era.  

Among the places of interest are Rochester Falls, Le Souffleur, the Mahebourg Naval Museum and 
the Marine Park at Blue Bay.
